The minutes of the Council Meeting held on the 3rd August 2015, and the Planning Meeting 

on the 19th August 2015 were agreed and signed by the Chairman. 
2015/068 Financial Matters

Payment Schedule-the total cost to the Parish Council for September was £3,553.70.  This was agreed by the Council.

Financial Statements for the 1st August 2015 was agreed by the Council.
The Chairman noted that Mali Gudgion had spoken with the Practice Manager at the surgery with regard to any financial assistance with the Defibrillator and the Practice Manager will hopefully get back to Cllr Jolly in the next few weeks.
2015/069Planning Matters

There are four applications that will be heard at the next planning meeting at the moment but this may increase if more come in before then.  
Cllr Mann asked about setting the planning meeting date to the third Wednesday in every month.  The clerk explained that while she will endeavour to do this she is governed by the time scale set by NDDC to get the applications back to them.

Cllr Mann reported that he now had ordnance survey plans for the Recreation Ground and Cemetery.  Discussion followed between the Councillors and when Cllr Mann has looked at these plans further in relation to the sites it may be necessary to have some professional legal advice before going forward onto the next stage but this will be discussed amongst the Council at later meetings.  The Chairman thanked Cllr Mann for his efforts so far.
DCC - No Report.
NDDC – 

Cllr Dowden reported that Superfast broadband is now in the Northern end of the Village and it went live on Monday 7th September in the morning.

Cllr Westbrook reported that she had attended an IT meeting as to options and ideas on how NDDC may move forward with improving their IT systems.

It looks like at the present time that they favour option 2 which is to update the systems that they have which will make then much more efficient and quicker.  This in turn should help with the downloading of plans for planning applications.

Cllr Westbrook also noted that the travellers were at present going to be staying at Five Bridges until a better site can be found for them.

PARISH. 

Footpaths –
Cllr Cullender had kindly complied the list of footpaths for the SLA agreement.  It was proposed by Cllr Cullender and seconded by Cllr Lawson that this list is passed to Graham Stanley for costings.

Cllr Mann also noted that there was a bridleway/footpath along at the bottom of Ham Lane know as the Drove which is totally overgrown and asked if Mr Stanley could be informed of this.  The clerk will contact Mr Stanley.  Action Item 020/2015.

Cllr Mann also noted that there is an alteration of a footpath no 47/24 and he would like some further information on this.  Again the clerk will try to find out some further information.  Action Item 021/2015.

CCTV Village Hall – 
The Chairman had received a request from the Village Hall with regard to financial assistance for installing CCTV at the Village Hall.  After discussion it was felt that this was not something the Parish Council would be prepared to do at the present time. The clerk will let the Village Hall committee know this decision when she also contacts then regarding Action Item 013/2015.
Cllr Lawson also reminded the Council that they are committed in offering some financial assistance with regard to the phone line into the hall.

Defibrillators –

The clerk had contacted South West Ambulances and made the order for the defibrillator.

The cheque has been raised and an invoice will be sent.  The exact location of the siting of the case will be discussed further, but Cllr Jolly felt that the outside wall of the changing room would be must suitable.  Cllr Lawson will discuss this with the Village Hall Committee.

Balance Pond –
The Chairman noted that he had passed all the information on Cllr Dowden to follow up for the Parish Council.  Cllr Dowden has made contact with Mr Crocker who will meet him on site as and when he has some time to discuss a maintenance programme.  The Chairman thanked Cllr Dowden for taking this forward.

Grant Village Care – 

At this point the Chairman disclosed a personal and prejudicial interest and left the room.

Cllr Lawson was appointed as temporary Chairman.

Cllr Lawson read out the letter that had been received from Marnhull Village Care requesting funds.  The matter was discussed and it was proposed by Cllr Jolly that the Parish Council donate £100 to Village Care, this was seconded by Cllr Cullender, and this was passed on a 3-2 majority.
The Chairman re entered the room.  The Council explained the decision but requested that they have some further information from Marnhull Village Care on how the money will be spent.

Street Cleaning –
Cllr Cullender and Cllr Mann have complied a list of roads that need attending to with the road sweeping machine.  Cllr Cullender is to make contact with DCC regarding this.

New Comers Party –

The Chairman has forwarded an invitation to all Councillors to the party which will be held on the 25th of September in the Village Hall at 7.30pm.
Grit Bins –
The grit bins need inspection for wear and tear and to see which ones need refilling.  The clerk will send Cllr Cullender a list of all the locations of the bins and he will check them and report back.

2015/070 Actioned Items – 

The Councillors went through the actioned items list and ticked one that had been completed.  

Cllr Mann reported that he had followed up on Action Item 008/2015.  He explained that he had found out the cost of having a private noise nuisance survey carried out and the costs were between £1500 and £4000.  
He also explained that there was no definition of a statutory noise nuisance.


Action Item 009/2015 was discussed and the clerk will write to Palace Court football club about this explaining that they must adhere to the rules of the Recreation Ground.

While completing action item 018/2015 the clerk will also write to the residents of Bay Tree Cottage along Burton Street.

Recreation Ground – Cllr Jolly noted that the bench on the far side of the Recreation ground had now been replaced.

Neighbourhood Plan- Cllr Lawson reported that there will be a proposal for sites for building work and the styles and criteria in the New Year.  There will be changes to the plan as the NDDC Local Plan will be changing with regard to starter homes instead of affordable homes incentive from Government.
Marnhull Messenger Website – Cllr Cullender explained that he was going to try and get some further information onto the website, and will discuss this with the web master.
